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About this report

The data presented in this report captures the situation of
the coronavirus pandemic in urban Kenya. It presents the
picture on the 2-3 days before the report’s date.

SDI Kenya from community mobilizers living in informal
settlements in the counties listed. Mobilizers were asked
to interview 5 people in their village and provide their
responses using an online survey. Mobilizers were
compensated for the cost of their phone data used.

How to read the data

To get more accurate responses, respondents were only
asked to provide information relating to their village*, a
smaller unit than the settlement, and the situation in
which they are likely to be more familiar. Their responses
have been aggregated at settlement level for this report.
